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How to prepare a pieceof wood to size  FEinishtosize

Now joint the faceside. If thewoodis curved put

Preparea patslis the mncave side down against the knives of the

Make alist of eat piecenealed and the number of
pieces of ead. Ensure dlowanceis made for any
jointsthat are required. It is suggested that each piece
have a“letter” label, suchas“C” “D” “H” etc.

Determine the woodto be used for each pieae

Look at the pieces of woodthat are intended to be
used and consider where eat piecewill be taken, be-
ing careful to avoid knots and cradks in the wood
Mark the intended pieces with chalk or crayon. De-
termine the largest pieces first and work to the small er
pieces until all pieces have been identified. Review
against parts list before proceeding.

Rough cut each piece

First cut to rough length (final length +2") and then to
roughwidth (final width + %4"). Be awvare of the shape
of the board and consider closely how to cut the piece
If the board istwisted donot use the table saw if there
isa chance of the wood binding. Consider using a
bandsaw, handsaw, circular saw etc. if it appeasto be
safer.

Then cut the board to roughwidth. Again, be aware

jointer. Continue to joint this one side until you have
aflat surface Notethe grain diredion so that a
smoath finish is obtained. Examine the wood hke-
tween each passto ensure you are not planing one
end more than the other. It isn’t necessary to have
the faceside cmpletely smooth, just flat enough to
passthrough the planer . Once the faceside is com-
plete, mark with afaceside mark “ ” and show the
diredion of the grain on the faceside.

Proceed to joint an edge mnsidering the arveinthe
wood Again put the oncave side down. Oncethe
edge surfaceis flat, mark witha“V”.

Move to the thickness planer to get the final dimen-
sions of the pieces required. If the pieces are not too
wide, the width and thicknesscan be done on the
planer. With the faceside down, have the grain di-
rection mark point away from the diredion that the
woodentersthe planer. Once the second sideis par-
alel to the faceside, flip the piece &d for end, do not
rotate sideways, and feed into the planer. This
should give agoodfinish the same & on the jointed
side.

Leave the dimensions dightly larger to all ow for
sanding on the final product.

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SpringBack Formula by Michad Moore

In the January meding Michael laid out afairly ssmple method d determining springback in a bent lamination which would be
typicdly needed for furniture construction. The formulaislaid out below. What isinteresting is that there gopeasto belittle
change regardless of the spedes of wood wsed. Having done some of this work myself, | would only suggest that the wood used
be fairly dry and stable — but not overly dry, as this will make it more difficult in general to bend.

Thevalueinthisformulaisthat if you know the size (ie the radius or diameter) of the finished lamination, then using this for-
mulawill provide you with the information that you need to make the size of your bending/laminating form. The form will be
smaller (ie tighter) in radius than the final size after it has been released from the form and sprung badk. The formula dso says
that if you want to reduce springback, you need to increase the number of laminations used, but now instead of guessing as to the
change in springbadk, you can cdculate it with the formula. Thanks Michad.
