Inca Combination Jointer/Planers 
 
We are aware that several guild members have these ex-
cellent machines which were sold throughout the 1970 
and 80s both in Canada and the USA.   
 
Since Inca was sold several years ago, parts for these 
machines are becoming increasingly hard to find and 
the resharpenable blade supply for the earliest model 
have now been exhausted. There do not seem to be any 
remaining parts or dealers in North America now that 
Garrett Wade no longer stocks them. 
  
There appears to be a firm in Germany which lists parts 
(in German) but they will not ship to North America-
claiming insurance reasons.
