The format is straight 
forward-go to the Resources section from the main 
page, and then to the Commercial Members page. 
Here you will be able to find the company or indi-
viduals name, the contact information including 
links to web pages and email, phone number and 
finally the type of work the person specializes in. 
We used Jim Barker’s company as the first default 
example. 

b.   Please note: Those members who want to avail 
themselves of this free service need to provide 
Colin Knecht  [knecht@shaw.ca] with the relevant 
information. You cannot add it yourself the way 
the site is currently set up. 

2.   Work List Web page: 
a. Since the guild continues to get requests for com-

mercial work, we have added a page where work 
available can be displayed. This will not be view-
able to the public since we want to give our mem-
bers first chance at the work.         

                                       

b.   To get to this page go to the website (http://
www.viwg.com) and login as a member using 
your ID and password. Under Member links 
you will see a title call Work List-click on this 
to enter and see the jobs that have been posted. 
Deal with the posting as you would any other 
client. The guild has no further responsibility 
other than to provide the contact. 

c.   When each new item of work is posted Colin 
will send out a broadcast email distribution to 
all members, advising that new work has been 
posted. 

d.   We will likely remove the posts after three 
months or so, to keep the list current. 

Also related to the website improvements is the 
posting of the next month’s program, and speaker 
information, etc. We’ll try to get this up as soon as 
it is available.
